)Summit Goal:  To foster articulation between two and four-year colleges and universities to address necessary changes to teacher preparation to reflect changes in curriculum and student learning expectations due to the Common Core Standards.
“A one size fits all model” for teaching and learning has stifled the differentiation needed for all students to learn.   Students are not always given opportunities to learn at varying levels, impeding achievement.   Another obstacle to student achievement has been inconsistency of standards and assessments resulting in students throughout the nation being taught using differing expectations and assessments.   Several states across the country have recognized this problem and have joined forces to remedy the problem by balancing learning and assessment for all students through a common set of standards designed for the equality of teaching, learning, and assessing, commonly referred to as the “Common Core State Standards” ; these have been adopted by the state of Arkansas, forty other states, including Washington, D.C., and the Virgin Islands.   Common Core State Standards were adopted by the Arkansas State Board on July 12, 2010.  

The Mission of Common Core Standards is to provide students with a consistent set of learning expectations in K-12 mathematics and English Language Arts.  The design of Common Core standards is intended to provide students with real world experiences, as well as preparation for career and college level requirements.  Standards for grades kindergarten through eight are organized by domains with an emphasis in number sense for kindergarten through fourth grade, and proportional reasoning, ratios and algebraic thinking for grades nine through twelve.  High school standards are organized by conceptual categories.
