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1st Finals Week Kick-off and World Championship Pancake Competition
Rules and Information
Guinness Book of World Records Pancake Stacking Competition

This will be SAU’s first attempt at setting a world record for the tallest stack of pancakes.  Each organization participating in the competition is asked to choose one representative to participate on the SAU pancake stacking team.  The participant will then work with representatives of the other organizations to strategize and create SAU’s stack of pancakes.
Pancake Frisbee Toss Contest
Organizations are asked to select one representative for the organization to participate in the pancake frisbee toss.  Participants will then be asked to toss a pancake in a designated location.  The participant who throws the pancake the farthest will win the event.  Second and third places will also be awarded.

Pancake Closest to the Plate Contest
Organizations are asked to select one representative for the organization to participate in the closest to the plate contest.  Participants will be asked to toss a pancake onto a plate from a designated distance.  The participant who tosses the pancake closest to being in the center of the plate wins the event.  Second and third places will also be awarded.

Pancake Toss Contest
Organizations are asked to select two representatives for the organization to participate in the pancake toss.  Participants will toss a pancake to be caught by their teammate.  The team that tosses the pancake, without dropping it, the farthest distance wins the event.  Second and third places will also be awarded.

 Pancake Eating Contest

Organizations are asked to select one representative for the organization to participate in the pancake eating contest.  Participants will be given two (2) minutes to eat as many pancakes as possible.  The participant who eats the most pancakes will win the event.  Second and third places will also be awarded.

Pancake Design Contest
Organizations are asked to select one representative for the organization to participate in the pancake decorating.  Participants will be given up to five pancakes to design for their organization.  Participants are encouraged to bring edible items to decorate their pancakes with.  Pancakes will be judged on attractiveness and originality.  First, second, and third places will be awarded.

Organizational Spirit
Organizations will also be awarded points for showing school spirit and sportsmanship during the competition.  This will be judged on the organization’s enthusiasm, attendance, and participation.  First, second, and third places will be awarded.
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
